	Alaska
	Any youth who has reached age 18 in foster care and have not yet reached 21, is eligible for services including tuition waivers, employment training and rent assistance.

	Arizona
	All those who whose to sign a Voluntary Foster Care Agreement.  If at any point the case manager becomes concerned that the youth is not abiding by the terms of the agreement, after a case conference, the agreement can be terminated by the Department.  Youth who choose not to enroll are eligible for transitional services.

	California
	Youth can remain in foster care until age 19. Emancipated youth ages 18-21 are eligible for services that assist with employment, crisis counseling, financial assistance, housing and shelter, mentoring, Medi-Cal (it is unclear what this provides), and guidance in completing a post-secondary educational program. Services to help youth receive a high school diploma or GED were not listed.

	Colorado
	Those who were in out of home care on their 18th birthday or those who meet community placement requirements for the Division of Youth Corrections.

	Connecticut
	All youth in out-of-home care placed under the auspices of our Regional Offices between the ages of 14 to 23 are eligible under this application and will receive some form of assessment, treatment planning, and/or transitional/independent living service under this plan. The target population under that group will be committed (abused, neglected, uncared for) youth, the young people for whom we are parentally responsible.

	Florida
	To participate in the subsidized Independent Living Program, youth must be between the ages of 18 and 23; must have been in the custody of the Department a minimum of 6 months; be employed at least part-time; be enrolled in a full-time educational program; maintain a 2.0 grade point average; have sufficient earned savings or other means to move in and pay first month's living expenses; and demonstrate abstinence from irresponsible behavior for at least 6 months. In addition, the youth must have approval by the district independent living coordinator.  All youth up to age 23 can receive hands-on skills training, but are not considered to be "in care."

	Georgia
	Services offered to youth under 18 will be extended to those youth ages 18-21 who sign a voluntary agreement to remain in foster care.    All youth ages 14-21 years of age in DFCS custody are eligible to receive service through the CFCIP.  All youth that are ages 18-21 who left custody after reaching their 18th birthday are also eligible for services.  Unless enrolled in an educational or vocational training program, youth must maintain employment in order to remain in the Transitional Living Program.

	Hawaii
	Youths who are or were in foster care under CWS placement responsibility, age 12 or under and under age 21.  Youth who are pursuing post secondary training or education, including those who were in care and were later adopted can opt to receive board payments, case management and IL services as well as "possible" medical coverage. Youth who aged out of care and are not pursuing educational goals, can receive case management and IL services and may qualify for medical coverage.

	Idaho
	Room and board services will be available only to those eligible youth, including Indian youth, who have aged out of foster care settings upon reaching the age of 18 years but have not yet reached the age of 21.  A youth must have resided in an eligible foster care setting for 90 consecutive days, such placements includes foster care, group care, Indian boarding schools, or similar foster care placement and excludes detention facilities, forestry camps, or other settings primarily designed for services to delinquent youth.  The state permits some or all such youth to remain in care -- the plan was not clear on this point -- allowing for more ongoing support.

	Illinois
	Eligibility rules for room and board and related financial assistance are limited to only youth who have emancipated who can demonstrate that they will be able to maintain their independence financially once grant funds are exhausted. The exception to this general rule will be that an emancipated youth in crisis can qualify for a $600 grant if the advocacy agency is satisfied that it will allow the youth to stabilize his or her situation enough for the to qualify for additional funds later. This follows the State’s principles of empowering youth to succeed but requiring them to take responsibility for maintaining their independence. Youth in Transition (YIT) services are available only to youth who otherwise would have aged out of care. YIT services are intended to help youth who have reached the point of emancipation, without a permanent family to assist them, establish economic independence. The Youth in Scholarship section of YIT is available to both wards and youth in adoption or guardianship on a competitive basis.

	Those who have left foster care because they have turned 18, or who were in foster care at the age of 17.6 and had been for at least the past year.  Youth must demonstrate a willingness to achieve self-sufficiency through consistent participation in work training or educational program leading to employment, job seeking, or employment. All other resources must have been exhausted.

	Kansas
	Services and subsidies are available to youth leaving custody and not returning to their family after reaching age 18.  To receive services youth must demonstrate their willingness to work toward a goal of independence.  This can be done in a variety of way including attending school, working, or paying rent and utilities on an apartment.  Youth not in school can receive up to 4 months of a $425 monthly subsidy.

	Kentucky
	Youth ages 18-21 can choose to remain in care under an extended commitment.  They will be made aware of their personal responsibility for making their transition from adolescence to adulthood and be required to make a commitment to follow through with the independent living plan developed jointly with them in order to continue receiving the assistance. They are eligible for all benefits that they were entitled to prior to the age of 18 as well as additional services. 18-21 year olds (out of care) requesting services shall develop specific plans and goals and show evidence of progress toward these goals in order to be eligible for benefits.

	When a state ward becomes eighteen years of age and he (she) and the Department agree that the need for care and support for educational, social, or physical reasons exists, the Department is authorized to continue care and support of this person to the age of twenty-one years. Youth in the following categories are eligible for services: those obtaining a high school diploma, GED, going on to a post-secondary educational program, or a specialized post-secondary education certification program; participating in an employment skills support program; those who require mental health or other counseling support or have specialized placement needs; those with pregnancy and parenting support needs; and youth with medical and special health conditions, or needs.

	All youth adjudicated as abuse or neglect wards, which were in foster care after age 14, are eligible for Independent Living services between 18 and 21 years of age.  Other eligibility requirements apply but were not made clear in the plan.

	Missouri
	Those youth 18 to 20 years of age still in legal care and custody receive all the same services as younger foster youth, as well as additional educational, training, employment-related services. "Former foster youth, who exited custody at age 18 or after, but have not reached 21," will be assisted with "food and shelter." "Other services may include, but are not limited to crisis intervention/emergency funds, support/resource referrals, education assistance, and job training."

	Montana
	Youth older than 18 will not be "in care" but will be eligible to receive services that are "more limited"

	Nebraska
	"All youth expected to age out of the foster care system at the age of 18 or 19, in addition to those youth who have aged out of foster care up to the 21st birthday. Participants in the "Former Ward Program" "must attend at least one class and maintain a passing grade point average." These youth must be enrolled in educational or job training programs that "lead to employment and self-sufficiency." Room and board funds will be available to youth "who" lack a support system, are struggling financially, are underemployed or unemployed but actively searching for employment, and have exhausted all other resources." It seems that youth age of foster care at 19, but this is unclear.

	New Hampshire
	Services are offered to "youth in out-of-home placements" who are under the age of 21 and who are likely to remain in foster care until 18 years of age. (This does seem a bit unclear.) These services are also offered to former foster youth, ages 18-20, who left DCYF and over the age of 18." The Transitional Living Program serves "youth age 18-21 who are without housing options and who are considered homeless." In addition, participants must be working or pursuing education. 

	New Mexico
	Services will be provided to "eligible youth people who are likely to remain in foster care until the age of 18." 

	New York
	Any youth over the age of 14 whose permanency goal is discharge to independent living is eligible for services up to the age of 21. Youth can remain in foster care if pursuing educational goals. Youth over the age of 18 who have not obtained the age of 21 are still eligible for a broad range of services, such as "financial, housing, counseling, employment, educational and other appropriate supports."

	North Carolina
	"Any youth who was in foster care after his or her 13th birthday and who has not yet reached his or her 21st birthday" is eligible for LINKS program. Though not clearly stated, it does appear that youth age-out of care at the age of 18.

	Oregon
	Youth who were in foster care past the age of 14 for "an accumulative of 90 days or more." In order to receive housing services, the youth must: "1) have left foster care on or after the youth's 18th birthday; 2) be enrolled and participating in an ILP "skills training" program; 3) be in need of room and board services to complete the youth's plan for independence; 4) be involved in a program of education and employment, or a combination thereof, amounting to full-time activity."

	South Carolina
	"Adolescents will receive after-care services to age 21 if an individual leaves the system at or after age 18." Housing services will be provided to youth if they were in care at age 18. It is unclear at what age youth must leave foster care, but they eligible to receive all services until 21.

	South Dakota
	All youth age out at 18 but are available for services.

	Tennessee viii
	"All youths…who were placed for adoption after the age of 15" are eligible for limited services, such as employment assistance, a "limited amount of postsecondary assistance," and life skill instruction. "All youths who left the system by aging-out of care at or after their 18th birthday" are eligible for a broader range of services.

	Texas
	"Young people up to the age of 21 who are likely to remain in foster care until the age of 18 and those who have aged out of foster care" are eligible for services.  All age out at 18.

	The description for eligibility was disjointed, but the following points were included. For housing services youth must be 18-21, no longer in foster care, and be seeking employment/employed or enrolled in an educational program. Once a youth is considered eligible for services, they will receive them until they are 21. To qualify, a youth must have been in care 12 months between the age of 13-15, or, if entered care from age 16-17, in care for 30 days.

� Services refer to Independent living Services including assessment, planning and care.


� Case management is provided on a voluntary basis unless otherwise noted.


� Tuition and expenses will be paid for youth up to 23 for those who are full-time students and have completed one year of post-secondary education.


� In Metro Atlanta, Casey Family Programs in collaboration with the state will provide outreach services to youth ages 18-24 who have exited the foster system but who still require medical, educational, financial, housing and counseling assistance.


� Youth who have already qualified for tuition assistance may continue to receive it regardless of age as long as they continue to meet other qualifications.


� The state plan notes that services to youth after age 18 will not be as comprehensive as services offered to youth under the age of 18.


� The information on Tennessee is not from the Chafee plan, but from CFCIP Announcement of Availability of Funds and Title-IVE Tennessee State Plan.


� This includes paying for transportation and other school related expenses as well as providing specific programs such as tutoring or homework assistance.


� Youth may receive full funding for schooling for the first year and decreasing amounts until they are 21 years of age.  A state senator has agreed to sponsor a bill for tuition waivers for current and former foster youth.


� Foster youth can apply for the same tuition assistance as other youth in the state.


� In North Carolina, 48 scholarships worth $500 each were provided to help you pay tuition.


� Job Corps also provides housing to participants.


� The plan states that limited employment will be made available.


� May include a general aftercare stipend or assistance with miscellaneous expenses other than those examined elsewhere in this appendix.


� Housing is for youth ages 18-21 unless otherwise noted.


� Including but not limited to utility deposits or household items.


� This can include Section-8 vouchers.


� Transitional living can include but is not limited to group housing.


� May be provided through the Family Unification Program (HHS).


� This includes group homes and other arrangements.


� In Nebraska, rental assistance is provided to youth “who lack a support system, are struggling financially, are underemployed or unemployed but actively searching for employment, and have exhausted other resources.”


� Supervised housing can be provided to youth under the age of 18.  It is less restrictive than group homes and is offered to youth as young as 16.


� Scattered site housing was mentioned in the plan.  It is assumed that this is unsupervised.


� Some Alaskan youth age 20-21 are eligible for continued Medicaid coverage, however, the plan does not specify they eligibility for this program, but notes that it is more stringent than for youth under age 20.


� The North Carolina plan seems to indicate that those youth who remain in care after age 18 are eligible for Medicaid, but it is definitely not extended to youth who are not longer in care, regardless of whether these youth continue to receive other services.


� Youth in Washington are covered until age 19 under CHIP.


� Community resources include but are not limited to legal, transportation or recreational services.
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
